2. Yearbook Class 

           Three members of the Yearbook Class came to ask for some help.  The ‘school camera’, has died.  (It has served the yearbook well, but at it’s “advanced age” of 3 years, it has lost it’s memory.  {A few of us older folks could relate, but we didn’t admit it.})

           They are asking that we help them with the cost of a new camera.  In return, they offered to help with some of the PTP’s projects, including the Arts on the Go Auction.

         They brought in the specs on 3 different cameras, ranging in price from $100 to $130.

        We’re recommending that the Yearbook Class develop a policy on who will be using the camera, and how it will be securely stored.

        We’re also recommending that they consider upgrading their request, to include more options on the camera.  Especially a rechargeable battery and increased memory.

        Motion was made that we allocate up to $300 toward the purchase of the camera.  Any 2 PTP Board members will be empowered to approve the purchase of the specific camera.  Motion passed.

        Tammie also suggested that we put a note in the “Compass”, that the Yearbook Class is in need of extra memory chips.

(Considering the presentation these students gave, our school is doing a good job!)

3. Jo brought up a possible fund raising idea.  If we could bring in various business owners and artists to a “fair” at the school.  Businesses like: Tupperware, Pampered Chef, etc.  Then have them pay a “booth fee” of $20, and 20% of their sales to the PTP.  One, or more, of the student groups could also use this as a fundraiser by providing food.  (The Yearbook Class is interested.)  April 12th is a possible date.  Jo will head up the project.

     We’re still trying to come up with a “catchy name”.  Let Jo know if you receive some inspiration.

4. Jo will put together a “What’s Your Wish List” for the teachers and staff at Concord. 

 She will bring that list to a teacher’s meeting, then report back to us.                                            That way we’ll have a better understanding of what the staff’s felt needs are.

Sandy mentioned that the week of Feb. 11th will be CAB’s “Charity week.”  

There will be efforts to raise money for DeVos Children’s Hospital.
